The date for MumblesFest 2026 confirmed as being on the 6th June 2026.  

Discussion took place in relation to progressing arrangements for MumblesFest. 

RECOMMENDATION: That all arrangements for MumblesFest 2026 be delegated to 
The Culture, Tourism and Communication Committee. 

 

The Chair, Cllr O’Connor considered that a ‘talent slot’ be made available for children 
during the morning session of the festival, although this would not be to the 
detriment of a ‘school’ choir participating. The number of participants would be 
limited with each paying for a set period of time.  Such events have proved 
successful at other festivals and would encourage local young talent and attract 
greater attendance through families of participants supporting their acts 

RESOLVED Together with other suggestions to be discussed at February’s Meeting 

 

The importance of participation from local school choirs was discussed. Cllr 
Marshall suggested that one school choir be created, drawing participation from all 
local schools and using Year 6 pupils to create a ‘school leavers’ or ‘graduation’ 
choir. All committee members were enthusiastic about this project which would 
include Welsh and English songs. Cllr Marshall offered to write to all local schools, 
stating that early liaison is necessary in order to make all necessary arrangements 

ACTION All schools within MCC to be e-mailed with a view to creating and preparing 
a combined choir consisting of Year 6 Leavers. Cllr Marshall to subsequently co-
ordinate the training of a combined choir.
